We started this semester on
a solemn note, mourning the
death of Dr. Brett Coulter, asso-
ciate professor of mathematics
and director of Howard Payne’s
engineering science program.

Coulter died of a heart attack
on Aug. 23, 2015, the day be-
fore the fall semester started.

Coulter suffered a heart at-
tack earlier in the summer but
seemed to bounce back rather
quickly. He was in good health
and frequently exercised in the
Wellness Center, so his death
at age 61 came as a shock.

Coulter was an extremely
smart man whose intelligence
was revered at HPU. He held
four degrees: a Ph.D. in theo-
retical and applied mechanics
from the University of Illinois;
a Master of Science degree in
civil engineering from Texas
A&M University; a Bachelor
of Science degree in civil en-
gineering from the University
of Colorado at Denver; and a
Bachelor of Science degree in
engineering mathematics from
the Colorado School of Mines.

I met Dr. Coulter during
Homecoming last year while

we both worked a shift in the
Dr Pepper trailer. He was easy
to talk to and we immediately
delvedintoagreatconversation.

I was pleasantly surprised
by how interested he was in
my goals and aspirations. We
talked in depth about the val-
ue of education and how stu-
dents should put as much ef-
fort into learning as possible.

Coulter was a huge encour-
agement to me. After telling
him about a specific article 1
wrote about valuing education,
Coulter asked me to email him
the article so he couldread itand
share it with others. [ was truly
touched by his interest in my
writing and the praise he gave
me regarding my work ethic.

In the Dr Pepper trailer, we

discussed his life, too. He told
me the story about how he
met and fell in love with his
wife, Laura, whom he mar-
ried in 2008. I also learned
that prior to teaching at HPU,
Coulter was an Aerospace
Engineer in Las Angeles.

After telling me all about
his past as an Aerospace En-
gineer, | asked him how he
ended up working at HPU.
His
He wanted to impact and in-

response was simple:

spire the next generation.
And he did just that.
Chelsea Murphree, who

graduated from HPU in 2011,
said, “Dr. Coulter was such a
blessing to me in my collegiate
journey. His door was always
open, and he was one of the

most encouraging people I've
ever met. You knew that he
loved what he did and you knew
that he loved Christ. I know
that he will be greatly missed.”

I thought it was quite noble
for a man who held such a pres-
tigious position in one of the
world’s largest cities to take
a massive pay cut and move
to a small town simply to im-
pact and inspire young people.

I was heartbroken to hear of
Coulter’s unexpected passing.
He truly was an inspiration to
so many of us here on campus.
